Conjunctions link
words, phrases and
clauses. Conjunctions
may be coordinating or
subordinating.

E.g. and, but, yet so,
because, although, before,
after, until

adjective

pronouns

Pronouns are used to
replace nouns or other
pronouns.

Adjectives are words that
describe or modify nouns
and pronouns. They add
details, such as colour,
size, or opinion, to make

E.g. this, that, it, he, she, -0
sentences more vivid.

they, these, one, you

E.g. lovely, big, hot,
gigantic, red, several, best

determiner

preposition

Determiners modify a noun
by going before it to give
specificity. Determiners
may be the definite article
(the), indefinite article {a/
an), demonstrative (this or
that), possessive (his, her,
my, their, its, yours...),
quantifier (some, a few...)
or numbers (one, ten,

thirty...).

Prepositions link nouns,
pronouns and phrases by
comparing their positions.

E.g. between, through, into,
at, across
